
On May 31st, the Illinois General Assembly passed a budget that will have devastating e�ects on 
children and families. If new revenue sources are not identi�ed by July 1st, major cuts to human 
services and education programs will go into e�ect.  Up to 80,000 families - roughly 150,000 

children - will lose their child care, and Preschool for All could be eliminated for the 
100,000 children currently in the program.
